This is my investigation through blueprint drawings and stitched works on canvas. 

A form appears physically abstracted yet remains fundamentally intact when viewed from the top. Figures become simple shapes and are reduced to their essence by the absence of all ornamentation, erasing inherent human qualities and creating rigid mechanical form. What’s left is a summary that provides a type of clarity that I’m interested in using to depict images.

Taking images of political figures and celebrities presented to us by the media, which are ironic at times and seemingly harmonious, I seek to observe them through a visual analysis and a process of mapping the scene out. My process is akin to an investigation: I investigate words, dates, images; some with humor, others more profoundly. The blueprint drawings help me to interpret these images and consider their underlying meaning. 
The stitched works on canvas are inspired by images of landscape architectural top view drawings found on the internet. I stitch lines using a sewing machine, adding fabric and flat areas of painted color and have these works loosely represent aerial landscape drawings. I’m interested in the subjunctive "as if" quality having the work be neither a landscape nor an abstraction, but something in between. The sewing machine is used as a tool for creating mechanical linearity that only the computer can compete with, while evoking a tactile sensitivity.
